
PROTOCOLS TO ATTEND CAMP GAN ISRAEL OF THE ARTS – SUMMER 2020 

Due to the limited number of children we are allowed per class and the increase of expenses due to 
Covid19 regulations, the following has been implemented for summer camp 

• All children must register for the whole summer, June 29th – July 31st. 
• All balances must be paid in full by June 15th to retain a spot in camp. 
• If you are already registered for camp, you MUST confirm your registration by June 10th at 

halperintorahtots.com/ganizzyconfirm.  Any outstanding balance will be charged to your 
credit card on file on June 15th. 

• If you have not registered for camp, You MUST register by June 15th and remit payment in 
full.  Register at:  halperintorahtots.com/ganizzycamp . 

• Children who are registering for a full day are first on the list. 
• Once those spots are full, half day children will be accepted. 
• A waiting list will be created if we have over the regulated number of children registered, 

and we will create another class if feasible. 
• You MUST read the Camp Guidelines. 
• You MUST sign and return the waiver before June 15th. 
• Mandatory ZOOM meeting with parents of all families coming to camp on Sunday, June 21st 

at 8:30pm. ZOOM ID will be sent to registrants. 
• Once all applicants have registered, ongoing camp communication will only be sent to 

registered families. 
• No monies will be reimbursed if you choose to leave early or for absences or tardiness. 
• No refunds will be given due to a child’s illness and/or inability or change of mind to attend 

camp. 
• We have the right to cancel camp at any time due to new health updates or guidance from 

CDC or other.  
• If we cancel or close camp due to the above, you will be reimbursed for the remainder of the 

time, less 10 percent to help us cover costs. 
• If camp is temporarily closed due to Covid19 in a staff member or child – we will close for 

the recommended amount of days without reimbursement or adding days to the end of the 
summer. 

• We will NOT do zoom/virtual camp at that time.
